PAPER PATTERN CARE INSTRUCTIONS

OPTION 1: Before cutting out pattern pieces, adhere a stiffer paper (cardstock or

similar) with preferred adhesive.

OPTION 2: After cutting out pattern pieces, laminate individual pieces.

These are just suggestions to prolong the lifespan of the paper pattern.With proper

care, these patterns can be used again and again!

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

|. Cut required pieces. Before assembly, take the necessary steps to prepare leather
and edges.

2. Attach the felt Shoulder Cushion (G) to Shoulder Strap (F).
3. Create the Keepers (N).

4. Slide D-Rings on to the Hardware Supports (1), then sandwich the Shoulder Strap (F)
in-between the Hardware Support (I) and align the box of stitch holes; stitch shut.

5. Sandwich Adjustable Strap (L) in-between End Tab (M) and stitch closed.

6. Lay Base Strap (]) and Adjustable Strap (L) flesh sides together where they have
aligning stitch holes. Stitch one line closed, insert the Keeper (N) in-between them.
Then stitch the other line closed.

7. Attach the Buckle Strap (H) to the center square on Bag Back (B).

8. Attach Handle (K) to the squares on either side of Buckle Strap (H) on Bag Back (B).
9. Attach Shoulder Straps (F) to Bag Back (B) on either side of Handle (K).

| 0. Attach Base Strap (J) to the Bag Back (B) on the aligning holes.

| I. Attach the Strap Keeper (O) to the Bag Back (B) by threading Handle (K), Buckle
Strap (H), and Shoulder Straps (F) through Strap Keeper (O)

| 2.Feed the Base Strap (J) and the Adjustable Strap (L) through the D-Rings on the
Shoulder Strap (F).

| 3. Attach the Back Pocket (D) to the Bag Back (B).
| 4. Attach the Bar Buckle to the Front Closure (E).
| 5. Attach the smaller half of Front Closure (E) to the Bag Front (A) first.

| 6. Stitch the larger half of Front Closure (E) over the top of the smaller half, securing
the Bar Buckle in place.

|'7. Stitch corners of Bag Front (A). Align stitch holes and overlap the bottom of the bag
over the side.

| 8. Attach Bag Front (A) to Bag Back (B). The flesh side of Bag Front (A) should overlap
the grain side of Bag Back (B).

19. Overlap and align the short edges of the Roll Flap (C); stitch closed.

20. Insert the Roll Flap (C) into the constructed Bag Body and align stitch holes. Seal the
seam to complete the project.
